This week we shared the traditional tale, Little Red Riding Hood, focusing on character 
description and setting.  Children enjoyed role-playing events from the story using a range of 
exciting vocabulary.   
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For maths, children have been working on number patterns to 20.  They used tens frames 
and Numicon to identify the ten and ones in numbers from 11-20.  They have also been 
practicing number formation as they prepare for their transition to year 1. 
    
This term our RE focus is:  Why do Christians believe Jesus is special.  For lesson 1 we all 
discussed who is special to us and to Christians.  Children spoke about how important their 
friends and family members are.
